About the Competition 

This biennial visual arts competition is hosted by the Art & Art History Depart-

ment and Admissions Office at Birmingham-Southern College.  The purpose of 

this competition is the recognition and promotion of talented rising artists in 

the Southeastern United States. 

 

Who’s Eligible? 

Students attending the 9
th

 through 12
th

 grades in one of the ten (10) Southeast-

ern states whose teachers recognize exemplary visual artwork. 

 

Entry Fee 

None. 

 

Initial eMail Submission Forms 

Artists are to submit entries only through their teachers’ adjudicated selection.  

High school art instructors are responsible for following entry specifications.  

Due to the high volume of past entries and the small size of our office, direc-

tions must be followed precisely. 

Each instructor is responsible for typing-in the three (3) eMailed attach-

ments pertaining to this competition so all materials are consistent.  

Each form will be handled in a different way.  (A) and (B)  sent by eMail 

along with a printed copy to accompany the CD/DVD material and (C) to 

be attached to the actual artwork. 

Teachers must select no more than ten (10) original art pieces (no more 

than two [2] per student) from exemplary artwork completed within the 

past two years. 

When the selections are made, the teacher is to type the information into 

the (A) Teacher Inventory Form and (B) Student Information Sheet, 

completed-in-full, and eMail an attachment to art@bsc.edu no later than 

12:00 Noon Central Standard Time (CST) on Friday 13 November.  

No Initial eMail Submission Forms will be accepted after this date 

and time. 

The (C) Artwork Competition Form is to be filled out by the teacher, com-

pleted-in-full, and firmly attached by the teacher (2-Dimensional work on 

the back); (3-Dimensional work on a flat surface).  This form is not to be 

eMailed, only attached to the artwork. 
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Preliminary Submissions 

First, teachers must create a virus-free CD or DVD with the following speci-

fications: 

JPG format – 144 dpi; no larger than 1200 X 1200 

One (1) image of 2-Dimensional artwork 

At least two (2) images of 3-Dimensional artwork (1-front and 1-back) 

Each image must be digitally labeled with the Student Coding re-

placing the birthdate with a hyphen (-).  (ie. 01Hueytown–

JSDoeB…read below for Student Coding details for the ‘paperwork 

entry’) 

Second, printed copies of both the (A) Teacher Inventory Form and (B) 

Student Information Sheet must accompany the ‘mailed’ CD/DVD that 

must be postmarked no later than Monday 16 November 2009. 

 

 

Student Coding 

These must be entered on the (A) Teacher Inventory Form, (B) Student Infor-

mation Sheets, and (C) Artwork Competition Forms.  Students having two (2) 

pieces of artwork must be coded with the letter ‘A’ or ‘B’ at the end of the 

code.

Adjudication & Notification Schedule 

Judging will take place the last full week of November 2009. 

Notification of accept / non-accept status will be eMailed to students 

once adjudication is compiled the first week of December 2009. 

 

 

Accepted Artwork Hand Delivered or Shipped 

Accepted individual artwork must be accompanied by the (C) Art-

work Competition Form.  This must be filled out, completed-in-full, and 

firmly attached by the teacher (2-Dimensional work on the back; 3-

Dimensional work on a flat surface). 

Do not combine work from multiple teachers or classes in one pack-

age unless designation of each teacher’s students can be easily verified 

when received. 

A final (B) Student Information Sheet should accompany the individual 

teachers’ students work listing only those packaged. 

All work must be delivered in sturdy, reusable containers for receiving 

and shipping.  Shipped work must be prepaid and should be accompa-

nied by return prepaid shipping paperwork. 

Installation direction must be indicated on the back of flat pieces. 

Work arriving damaged or not meeting specified conditions may be dis-

qualified. 

DO NOT USE STYROFOAM PEANUTS, however; bubble-wrap and pa-

per are acceptable.
